General Rules
Members are to bring their dogs, a water bowl, a metal training collar, and a 6-8 foot nylon leash to each project meeting (unless otherwise noted).

As safety is of the utmost concern the following rules will apply to all project members and their dogs:

1. Each member must keep their dog at least 6 feet away from all other dogs.  The only exception to this rule is if there are multiple family members and their dogs within the project.  

2. Each member must provide proof of dog’s current vaccinations no later than the 2nd project meeting.  If you vaccinate your own dogs with either a 7/1 or 8/1 then a copy of the receipt for the purchase of the vaccination is required.  Note: rabies vaccinations can only be administered by a licensed veterinarian and proof of rabies vaccinations is REQUIRED.

3. I believe in positive, loving correction in my dog training class.  Members will NEVER be allowed to hit, kick, yell at or abuse their dog in any manner.  Positive reinforcement by use of dog treats is highly encouraged.

4. If a dog shows aggression toward other dogs or other project members it may (at the discretion of the project leader) be removed from the project.
